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THE ROLE AND IWORTAN CE OF PUBLIC LIBRARIES
UPON DEVELOPMENT OF READING HABIT
IN CHILDREN AND YOUNGSTERS

Reading, which is defined as a very important educational tool and language skill
that plays a crucial role in gaining information and cultural knowledge for identifying
the self, environment and the world as well as critical consciousness during which
various cognitive calculations such as seeing, perceiving, attention, remembering,
interpretation, explication, synthesis, and analysis are involved simultaneously
(Coskun, 2002). Reading is a value that widens an individual’s world, forms the
personality. Reading is a lifelong activity, and should be built into a habit. Apart from
the benefits that reading offers to a person such as language, thinking, success,
education, personality, sufficiency, and prestige; it also has a direct impact upon the
level of development of the societies. From this point of view, it is not a coincidence
that the countries that have the highest reading habit are also the most developed
countries. Shortly, reading is one of the most important prerequisites and insurances of
a well-developed personality in individual level; and an efficient economy, a
democratic structure and a healthy community in social level (Yilmaz, 1993: 26).

Acquisition of information has become an important achievement for individuals
in private and societies in general in today’s information age in which information
proceeds swiftly and cumulatively within a relentless race against time. In modern
societies, the crucial thing is not only reaching the information, but using it efficiently
and effectively as well. Emergence and development of new ideas and information
depends on questioning and criticizing the existing learned information, and replacing
it with new ones. Reading has a vital place in the acquisition of all of these skills
(Sadioglu ve Bilgin, 2008, s.815).

For an individual who has not developed a reading habit in the period of
childhood, building this habit in the later stages of his/her life is very hard. Therefore,
gaining the habit of reading in the period of childhood and youth is a crucial matter.

One of the most important skills that children gain at the very beginning of their
educational life is reading. Next step after equipping the child with the skill of reading
is building the habit of reading that will change their lives, develop their personalities.
Therefore, creation of a special love in children toward reading and directing them to
reading in primary and elementary schools are fundamental. Three institutions pioneer

in the process of gaining the habit of reading; family, school and library. In this study,
public libraries which play an ultimately strategic role in building children’s reading
habits next to family and school will be put under focus.

READING HABIT AND PUBLIC LIBRARIES

As mentioned above, public libraries are one of the ultimately important
institutions for the creation of reading in individuals from early age. It is safe to claim
that there is a positive correlation between reading habit and the habit of using
libraries. In the societies that have higher reading habit, the habit of using libraries is
also higher. The habit of using libraries can be defined as individual’s benefiting from
the libraries with various aims and within particular periods (Y1lmaz, 2002: 442).

Public libraries have vital roles and responsibilities in the creation of people’s
reading habits and society’s awareness over reading. Especially the services that
public libraries offer to the children and youngsters, who are the main target groups,
pose a great importance in terms of bringing up societies that read and make use of
libraries (Terrile, 2009: 5). At present, audio-visual communication tools have become
common. The idea that reading is unnecessary has started to appear in the minds of
people (Adler&Van Doren, 2011: 11). In order to eliminate this perception which has
occurred in the majority of the society, public libraries should inevitably develop new
strategies and policies. In this process, cooperation and coordination of public libraries
with families, teachers, local governments, NGOs are of a specific significance for the
sake of creating a society with the habits of reading and library using (Altay&Alkan,
2014: 204-211).

THE ROLE AND IMPORTANCE OF PUBLIC LIBRARIES UPON
DEVELOPMENT OF READING HABIT IN TODAY’S CHILDREN AND
YOUNGSTERS

Public libraries are the institutions that hold the responsibility of offering
education, information and culture services to all segments of the society as well as
creating an inner culture of reading and well behaving. However, user groups that
public libraries should give the utmost importance in their activities are youngsters
and children, because they will make use of library services and gain the habits of
reading and library use as a result of libraries’ endeavors are and will continue to be
the efficient users of libraries. In other words, services and policies that libraries offer
so as to get children and youngsters in will pan out both today and in the future.

Public library services aiming at children and youngsters are provided in
children’s section and in separate places as children libraries. Whether it is an
independent children’s library or a children’s section within a body of library, both
services are a part of public libraries. In other words, children libraries, which are
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separately established, are, in fact, the libraries that provide public library services to
children. Both children libraries and children’s sections within the body of public
libraries serve to the same mission in essence (Yilmaz, 2011, s.36).

Today, public libraries should take the conditions of the information age that we
are a part of into consideration while making decisions about the services and policies
that they develop aiming at children and youngsters. Public libraries need to deploy
creative services so as to attract children and youngsters, the future adults, back to
libraries and to create the habit of library use in them (Tonta, 2009: 745; Altay,
Todorova and Dursun: 2013: 188) In this respect, public libraries that offer their
materials and activities in a broad spectrum should also provide children with the
opportunities to experience the pleasure of reading and excitement of discovery, and to
develop their imagination. Children and their parents should be trained about how to
make the most of the libraries and how to develop necessary skills to use the offered
media both in electronic and printed forms. Public libraries carry some special
responsibilities such as supporting the reading skill acquisition process. Children,
whose library use is encouraged from the early ages on, will most probably remain as
library users in the upcoming years. (IFLA, 2011: 546).

In public libraries, in the process of creating the habits of reading and library use
in children and youngsters, especially librarians take a great responsibility. Librarians
who work in children’s libraries or in the children sections of public libraries should
receive the pedagogical formation and attend vocational meetings so as to provide
better services for children and apprehend children’s psychology better. They should
prepare attention catching and up-to-date book lists appropriate for children and
youngsters, and should design creative activities. In order to adapt reading to the
changing world, children should be encouraged about preferring e-book or e-
magazine; or about involving in reading events to be carried out with electronic and
visual sources (Cevher, 2015: 3).

While public libraries are developing their collections, they need to take the needs
and expectations of children and youngsters. Libraries should involve all kinds of
materials appropriate for their development: books, magazines, newspapers, media
(CD, DVD, and cassettes), toys, learning games, computers, and software and internet
connection. It is of vital importance that children have easy access to correct and
appropriate compilations in the public libraries. Artworks that aim at children’s
cognitive and affective development of intelligence as well as taking individual
differences and ages into account are expected to create a desire to read in children. As
a result, in the process of library compilation development, it is necessary to be in a
constant communication with children and youngsters, their parents and educators.
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Gaining the habit of library use at early ages contribute much to the development
of children and youngsters. The reasons for that are (Cevher, 2015: 18):

e For children and youngsters, public libraries are the first phase of the creation
of lifelong library use habit.

e Public libraries are the institutions that provide a beginning for reading
pleasure and are probably the first body to bring the child and reading atmosphere
together.

e Public libraries improve children’s imagination and other creative abilities.

e Public libraries set the basis for the relationship between child and
information, and thus ability to reach the information.

e Public libraries enable children to pass their free time fruitfully.

e Public libraries contribute to the language development by creating reading
pleasure in children.

e Public libraries support the personality development of a child through reading
habit.

So, what should public libraries do so as to make the most important user groups
acquire the habit of reading and library use? Firstly, in this process, public libraries
should know their target mass very well. Provided that public libraries do not know
the specifications, needs, and interests of children and youngsters, who are users or
potential users of public libraries, they cannot produce effective services and policies
aiming at them. For the “digital natives” whose interest for the libraries is decreasing
day by day, public libraries can never be attractive places just by providing various
material collections. Public libraries should be turned into the access point for various
entertainment and information services. Children and youngsters should see the public
libraries as a meeting place where they pass a good time. Public libraries should
support the services they provide to children and youngsters with information and
communication technologies.

There are many activities and applications that public libraries can carry out so as
to make children and youngsters gain habits of reading and library use, some of which
are listed below:

e Book Introduction: Public libraries can carry out book introduction events for
contemporary children literature books. Invitation to book authors and literature
scholars to these events will even be pretty beneficial. .

e Parent and Educator Meetings: Public libraries should host regular meetings
with parents and educators of children. It is utterly important to receive the support of
parents and educators in the process of creation of reading and library use habits in
children and youngsters. Effqét_ivé communication and interaction amongst the three
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strategic institutions (public library, family and school) will give way to effective
results in a very short period in this process.

‘e Holiday Programs: Semester break and summer break are the advantageous
periods in which public libraries can develop activities aiming at children. Public
libraries organize integrated programs containing many events such as reading
programs, educative games and courses, quizzes, conferences, etc. These programs
enable children to stay close to books, literature and library.

e School and Class Visitations: Public libraries should regularly do the
promotion of their libraries to students and teachers by making visitations to schools.
In these promotions, much information and detail should be given to the students
ranging from the working hours of the library to how to become a member and which
activities are provided in the library.

e Book Hours, Reading Groups and Book Discussion Groups: In such events,
usually a book and the group that will read this book are determined firstly. Group
members, upon reading the book, talk and discuss about the book in an arranged
meeting in the library. In some libraries, author of the book is also invited to the event
and involved in the discussion and signs the book for his readers at the end of the
event.

o Creative Drama and Theater: Creative drama and theater works are pretty
benevolent and effective activities for children.

e Quizzes and Courses: Quizzes and courses that can attract the attention of
children and youngsters can be organized in libraries. For instance, such organizations
as knowledge contests or chess courses, art courses, foreign language courses will
increase children’s and youngsters’ level of interest in libraries. It is important that
these activities should be free.

e Conferences, Panels and Seminars: Conferences and seminars that attention
sparking topics and speakers for children are included can be organized. Such people
as authors, filmmakers and singers that have a high level of potential impact upon
children can be invited.

e Educative Games: Preparation of game programs that contribute to the
physical, mental and affective development of the users at early age will be beneficial

not only in terms of children’s development but also in terms of increasing the level of
interest in the library.

The limit of the activities aiming at children and youngsters is determined by the
creativity of library administration and librarians. In other words, the more creative
library administration and librarians are; the more colorful, interesting and charming
the events and workshops arranged for the children and youngsters are. In their
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services for children and youngsters, public libraries should develop flexible, creative
and contemporary strategies that take user needs into consideration rather than
traditional approaches.

- RESULTS
Childhood and youth are utterly important periods in the creation of reading habit
and loving the activity of reading. Public libraries are very important institutions in the
process of the creation of reading habit in children along with family and school. In
the period of childhood, individuals’ gaining of public library using habit and meeting
with correct and appropriate books is the determinants of the attitudes toward reading
in the future. That is why directing children and youngsters to public libraries, and
encouraging them to gain the habit of library use are of a great importance.

Children and youngsters have a special position in the network of public libraries.
The reason for that is the fact that every service, activity and policy that public
libraries carry out aiming at children and youngsters is actually an investment that
public libraries make in their future. To keep and strengthen their social positions
today and in the future, public libraries should develop in children reading habits.
With this purpose, children and youngsters should be provided with appropriate
reading environment and materials supporting their linguistic, mental and social
developments. If public libraries be successful in this process, not only will the
children be the individuals who have reading and library use habits, but libraries will
gain their loyal members in the future as well.

In today's technological world it is becoming more difficult to create the habit of
reading in children in competition with the new multimedia products. In this new
situation the role of public libraries to create interest in reading becomes more
responsible. However, it is an undeniable fact that efforts of public libraries on their
own are not adequate for the achievement of this target. Supports from family,
schools, and such governmental, local and non-governmental organizations are
required. Effective communication and collaboration with these institutions will bring
about great success.
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
